Homework

Homework’s if collected and graded are worth 10 points or and each is graded 5 points for completeness, 2 points for neatness and effort, and 3 points for accuracy. Checked Homework’s are just worth 2 points.

Each marking period will contain one project that will make up 



20% of the class work grade for that quarter.
